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Minutes of the September 8, 2008
special board meeting of Valhall Sons
of Norway Inc.

The meeting was held at the office of corporation Vice President Al-
len Johannesen. Valhall Corporation President Ola Brevig called the
meeting to order 7:00 P.M.

Present were President Ola Brevig, Vice President Allen Johannesen,
Secretary Everett Shogren, and Directors Aprell Waymire, Sigurd
Stautland and Don Lesney.

The reading of the minutes for the previous meeting was dispensed
with.
As the Treasurer was absent there was no treasurer’s report.

"Actually, as long as you write Oslo or Norway on
it, you could probably sell anything," says Stine
Steen at Visit Oslo.

Russians and eastern Europeans are coming to Nor-
way in greater numbers than before. Steen thinks
the tourist trade could be better at catering to Rus-
sian tastes. "The Russians especially like decorative
plates to hang on the wall. The more gold, the bet-
ter," says Steen.

The French are best known for buying lots of post
cards. "They buy as many as 50 in one go. With big
French tour groups in town, we often run out of
stamps,” she says.

The latest figures from tax-free sales show that tour-
ists from the United States spend more in Oslo than
anyone else.
